Fruit was sourced from the Hutton Vale Farm Vineyard in Eden Valley and 
blended with 35% Cab from Moppa. Maturation was in barrels, French oak 
hogsheads, with 20% of them new, for 15 months. 450 dozen made. A plum/
magenta hue, the wine exhibits notes of plums, warm earth, aniseed, coffee 
grinds, chocolate, tobacco leaves and animal skins. Good complexity is al-
ready emerging. This is ripe, soft, approachable and generous, with a long 
and persistent finish. Soft, furry tannins and a seductive texture complete 
the picture. Enjoy over the next 8–10 years. Drink now–2035.

The nose is rich and savory, with aromas of blood plums, dark cherries, 
mocha and dried herbs. The palate is full-bodied with fine tannins and bright 
acidity, giving notes of blackcurrants, graphite and cured meat. Wonderfully 
complex with a fresh undertone. Drink or hold. Screw cap.

Deep, bright and youthful purple-red colour; smoky meats, bresaola and a 
hint of black olive/tapenade; the palate medium bodied and smooth-tan-
nined, fleshy and drying at the finish. This is supple, elegant, and already 
drinks well.
